• ECUSA is the only United States 
mainline denomination that does not     
financially support its seminaries or      
seminarians. 
• A three year Master of Divinity Degree 
at Nashotah House costs married students 
$120,000 and $90,000 for single students. 
• Many have little or no financial       
support. 
•    Some seminarians are graduating with 
$50,000+ in student loans. This can be an 
impediment to an effective ministry.
